School Stream will enable you to access events, news items, sport updates, 
newsletters, school travel information and much more.

Please 
don't be alarmed by the volume of 'pings' to your phone. This will only occur in 
the short term and should then settle to a reasonable number. Please check 
your settings and ensure that you are opting in for the messages that are 
relevant to you and opting out of those that are not. For example, if you do not 
have a child in Year 2 you probably don't need to receive the Year 2 messages. 
For those parents who do not wish to receive information in this manner at all, 
our traditional methods of communication (DEM Newsletter, notes home, email 
and website) will still continue to be used.
