Next week Dr Maker will be observing teachers in their classroom and 
engaging in discussions with teachers about how we can develop our students’ critical 
and creative thinking skills. We are truly privileged to have such a respected and world 
renowned expert at our school helping us to enrich the educational experiences for your 
child.
