Harmony Day (21 March) and Harmony Fair (22 March) 
Harmony Day is fast approaching and will be officially celebrated on 
Thursday 21 March. Harmony Day is a day to celebrate Australia’s diversity. It 
is a day of cultural respect for everyone who calls Australia home – from the 
traditional owners of this land to those who have come from many countries 
around the world. Harmony Day celebrates the vibrant cultures, races and 
religions that make up Australian society and helps to teach about respect, 
understanding and diversity.  
 

At the Dem we will be celebrating and taking part in classroom activities and 
events on the following days: 

 Thursday 21 March:  Harmony Day in-classroom activities; and 

 Friday 22 March:  Harmony Fair from 4:30pm. 
 

On Harmony Day parents & carers are invited to participate in their child’s 
classroom by helping for 20mins with a teacher organised activity; giving a 
short talk to the class about your traditions or country of origin; or sharing an 
activity that relates to your culture e.g. a dance, a song, demonstrate a 
special craft, etc. If you are interested in participating, please speak with your 
child’s classroom teacher. On the day students are also encouraged to wear 
traditional dress or the colour orange to show support for cultural diversity. 
 

Each year the P&C host the Harmony Fair where the community can get 
together and embrace our diversity with multicultural food stalls and 
activities for the children.

Creative Arts Programs - 2019 
If your child would like to become involved in one of the creative arts programs at our school please read 
the explanation detailed below on how to apply:  
1. Students can be accepted into a Creative Arts Program in 3 ways:   

a.  A successful audition (limited places), or   
b.  A priority ballot for students who have not already been in 2 or more creative arts programs in 

the last 2 years, or 
c. A possible final general ballot for students who have been in 2 or more creative arts programs in 

the last 2 years. This ballot will only be run if there are still places available in the program. 
2. Please note that a number of places in each Creative Arts Program have been reserved for students 

who are successful through an audition process. This will ensure that students who are gifted and 
talented in the creative arts have the same opportunity to be extended in their area of talent as 
students who are gifted in other areas such as academic fields and sport. 

3. Our Creative Arts Groups for 2019 are: 
a. Choir ( K-2, Stage 2 and Stage 3); 
b. Recorder Ensemble (Years 3 to 6); 
c. Annie the musical (for all grades). 

4. Joining the school’s band program does not require an audition. This program runs after school for 
students in Years 3 to 6. If you are interested in joining the band please email

ICAS 2019 
In 2019 students in Years 2-6 will once again have the opportunity to participate in ICAS testing. ICAS is an 
independent, skills-based assessment program. It is not compulsory and the results are not part of the 
North Sydney Demonstration School assessment program. ICAS is run by the University of NSW. You can 
find out more about ICAS via this link: https://www.eaa.unsw.edu.au/icas/about 
In 2019 NSDS will be conducting each of the ICAS tests after school hours during September. We expect 
that the tests will be completed by approximately 4:30pm on the specified dates. Children will be 
supervised by NSDS teachers. Please refer to page 5 for more information about the dates of each test 
and details on how to register. All registrations need to be submitted to the school office and paid for by 
Friday 29 March.  No late registrations will be accepted. 
 
Road Safety for School Drop-off and Pick-up 
Where circumstances mean that you must drive your child to school please be aware of the high 
pedestrian and vehicular traffic around the school.  Please note that the school carpark, available to staff 
only, is also a busy place on school mornings. 
The school will continue to encourage parking ranger presence in the afternoons and mornings to ensure 
that dangerous behaviours such as double parking and 3 point turns are discouraged. Driving behaviours 
being policed include: 

 Disobeying No Stopping or No Parking signs; 

 Stopping on/near a pedestrian crossing; 

 Double parking; and 

 Stopping on or across a driveway.
